Adjacent Edge Deviation is used to check Edge Deviation between Sheets 

with common faces.  This Deviation option functions similar to Edge to 

Edge Deviation with additional flexibility. 

 

 

 

 

 

Select Analysis—Deviation—Adjacent Edges. 

Check Points controls the number of 

Points along the Adjacent Edges that 

will be Checked. 

There are two options for determining 

the spacing between the Points: 

Equal Parameters-displays Points at 

Equal Parameters based on Edge 

Length and Number of Points 

specified. 
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Chordal Deviation-displays Points along the Adjacent Edges based on the 

distance between Points being less than the Chordal Deviation value 

entered in the text field.

If the spacing option is set to Equal Parameters the Number of Points text 

field is available.  If Chordal Deviation is the spacing option the Chordal 

Deviation text field is available. 

 

Select the faces to execute the 

Analysis between and select OK to 

activate the Report dialog. 

Use this dialog to retrieve information 

about the Adjacent Edges.  This 

information can be displayed in an 

Information Window and on the 

Graphics Window. 
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Distance Deviations offers three 

Report options and Threshold values.  

Report options allow checking 

Deviation at all the Points specified, 

or only the Minimum or Maximum 

Deviation. 

Threshold is the acceptable Deviation.  Only the Points that exceed the 

Threshold value will be displayed in the Analysis.  Distance Deviations 

greater than the Threshold are displayed by or Vectors without Coneheads 

along the Adjacent Edges.
